Adding a full-range of amps and subwoofer to a factory system:

The diagram on Page 4 shows the connections that need to be made to add: Subwoofer (RCA jacks
sold separately)

Amplifier (SPDT relay E-123 required) or Additional Amp (RCA jacks sold separately).

Note: The interface provides a 12-volt 1-amp output to turn on aftermarket amp(s). If installing
multiple amps, an SPDT automotive relay will be required if the amp turn-on current of all amps
combined exceeds 1-amp. Use Metra part number E-123 (sold separately) for best results.

. Disassemble the dash, unplug all connectors, and then remove the factory radio.*
. Install the AXDSPX-BM1 vehicle T-harness to the vehicle and make all necessary

connections, but leave the amp turn-on wire disconnected.

. Plug the AXDSPX-BM1 vehicle T-harness to the AXDSPX-BM1 interface.

. Plug the AXDSPX-BMT interface harness to the AXDSPX-BM1 interface.
