* For amplified models the amp must be bypassed/unplugged, and With OE Amplifier chosen in
the Configuration tab under Vehicle Type.

Note: The interface provides a 12-volt 1-amp output to turn on aftermarket amp(s). If installing
multiple amps, an SPDT automotive relay will be required if the amp turn-on current of all amps
combined exceeds 1-amp. See MetraOnline.com for available relays.
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. Remove the factory radio*, then unplug all connectors.
. Install the AX-DSPX-GL1 vehicle T-harness to the vehicle and make all necessary

connections, but leave the amp turn-on wire disconnected.

(Do not turn ignition
off until this process is completed) (Figure ()

Select the Bluetooth Configurations page and disconnect the DSPX.

Turn ignition off, close all doors, then lock vehicle using the key fob. The
vehicle will need to sit uninterrupted for 10 minutes while the vehicle goes
to sleep. (Make sure Key fob is 15 feet away from the vehicle)

Unlock Vehicle, turn ignition on and test radio’s functions.

Adjust the DSP settings in the app as desired. Refer to the instructions
under the Setup Instructions tah, or online at foran
explanation of each tab in the app.
